The most apparent feature from these figures is the drug offences increase, and this is due to the     excellent work the Neighbourhood team has undertaken recently in stop searches, and warrants executed on premises connected to drugs, identifying possession and potential supply offences, hence the increase.  Thanks to PC’s Brigham and Stark, they have disrupted the activities of many individuals and seized quantities of drugs of all classes.

2. Crime Issues of particular note

On the lead up to Christmas an increase in reported shop thefts was noted along with an increase in Assaults and public order offences. Please be aware that the misuse of drugs links into all of these offences along with the increase in alcohol consumption over the festive period. You will note that the Bridlington Policing team have been proactive in obtaining warrants for Drug related offences.
3. Community Priorities
Bridlington NPT started the year as they left off by carrying out an `intelligence led `Misuse of Drugs Act warrant on Bessingby Gate, Bridlington – the warrant was successful and officers seized around £500 pounds worth of cannabis and two Police style batons, two males have been interviewed for possession offences with one bailed to attend Beverley Magistrates in February for drugs and offensive weapon offences.
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4. Crime Reduction Advice
PC 325 STARK of Bridlington neighbourhood team would like to take this opportunity to remind the public of Bridlington and the surrounding areas that possessing weapons in a public place is a criminal offence and if you purchase items such as lock knives from the internet and they are imported this is an offence too – these items will be intercepted by the Border Force Police and the Police will come knocking on your door – be warned. 
5. Meet your officers – 
Officers attend Police surgery meetings in your area on a regular basis and will be pleased to meet you to discuss any issues.

6. News and Appeals
PC 434 BRIGHAM and the rest of the neighbourhood team are working tirelessly to reduce ASB   incidents in Bridlington and bring the offenders to justice, but they need the public`s help to achieve this. You (the public) know when things are not right in your neighbourhood and you need to let us (the police) know so we can deal with this. You can do this by ringing 101 or contacting crime stoppers on 0800 555 111.  Alternatively why not approach your local Neighbourhood watch coordinator, or better still attend one of their regular meetings, and let us know when and where we need to be.

The Bridlington Neighbourhood team often attend these events, and during the most recent meetings we attended intel was gathered from the public which led to the arrest of a male suspected of breaking into vans. Due to information received we were able to task the Plain clothes proactive team with areas and people of interest in Bridlington;  this led to four arrests where upon several weapons and cocaine was seized during one operation. On the second day several males were stop searched and several smaller amounts of drugs were seized. The system works so please come along and tell us your concerns.

      Importance of Reporting incidents/crimes

Once we are aware we may not be able to do anything about it immediately but the report will form part of a wider picture which helps inform where we direct officers to patrol and focus activity. The Neighbourhood Policing Team meet regularly with partners to ensure we have a multi- agency approach to local issues, individuals and problem solving.  These meetings are regularly attended by partners including Humberside Fire and Rescue Service, Youth and Family Support, Housing Officers, Environmental Health and the East Riding Anti-Social Behaviour Team.  We share information and resources to deal with local neighbourhood issues, in particular, those identified as causing the most harm in the community.
